One third of the population of 
North America (more than 90 mil-
lion people) live in the 10 largest 
metro cities.

Born into ministry both Brother 
and Sister Perry were raised in 
the homes of preachers.

Sister 
Perry attended Texas Bible Col-
lege before returning to the field 
to help establish the work that 
her parents began in Botswana, 
Africa. She has been heavily in-
volved in children’s ministries, 
ladies min-
istries, and

opportunities in the country. 

Brother Perry was raised in Bed-
ford, Ohio where his parents, 
Herbert and Beverly Perry, 
started a Home Missions work 
which they now pastor full time.  
Bro. Perry graduated from Indi-
ana Bible College and returned 
to serve as a youth minister in 

Bedford.  While working with the 
YMCA’s youth programs in the 
Cleveland area, he received word 
about the start of The Learning Cen-
tre School in Botswana, Africa.  Vol-
unteering for three months, he trav-
eled to Botswana through the AIM 
program to assist in the start of a 
great work there.  He has been in-
volved in church planting, led the bi-
ble school program, served in multi-
ple administrative capacities, and has 
a proven track record of success. 

The Perry’s married in Botswana 
where both their children, Alex and 
Alyssa, were born.  They continued 
their ministry in Botswana as self sup-
porting missionaries through the AIM 
program for nearly fourteen years.  
This family has recently accepted the 
call of God on their lives to work 
with the Metro Missions program in 
order to see churches established in 
the New England area of the United 
States; more specifically, in New Ha-
ven, Connecticut, the home of Yale 
University. 

Founded in 1701, Yale University is 
not only one of the top three aca-
demic institutions in the USA, but 
was founded upon religious princi-

ples.  Its motto, Lux et veritas, is 
Latin for light and truth.
